Divination – Numerology & Letter Chart


1 One is the number of fathers, the basis of everything, a starting point, a single point, Yang, primordial chaos, creative force, the Centre, the Ego, indivisible, and isolation.  One-people are said to be leaders, creators, innovators, and winners.  They can be special and unique - expressing themselves in their own individual manner.  One-people have a strong sense of identity and can often be forthright.  They are assertive, active, focused, successful, powerful, strong, bold, and ambitious.  Ones can also transmit much needed energy to others.  Nevertheless, Ones can be potential tyrants.  They can be domineering, willful, demanding, ruthless, tyrannical, self-centred, aggressive, arrogant, stubborn if crossed, and without close friends.  One-people often put more energy into their careers rather than into their friendships.

The ruling planet of Ones is the SUN and their best day is SUNDAY.  All of the yellows and golds are good colours and stones [yellow topaz, amber] for Ones.  Yellow is the colour of intelligent communication - a lesson for Ones to learn - and gold is a colour of prosperity.

2 Two is the number of mothers, duality, above and below, opposite poles, light and dark, Yin, and Woman.  Two-people are said to be articulate, soft, passive, reflective, gentle, even-tempered, thoughtful, charming, inventive, and conciliatory.  Two-people are the feminine energies: creative, intuitive, nurturing, caring, empathic, and warm.  They measure and weigh up the pros and cons of life and often get along best with their opposites, Ones.  Two-people are more geared towards thought than action.  Nevertheless, Twos can be cautious, cruel, vulnerable, touchy, confrontational, malicious, indecisive, and oversensitive.  Two-people may be fearful of relating to people.  Sometimes, Twos can refuse to listen to reason, can lack self-confidence, and can be deceitful.  Depression can be an issue.

The ruling planet of Twos is the MOON and their best day is MONDAY.  All of the whites, creams, and silvers are good colours and stones [pearl, moonstone, shell, silver] for Twos.  White is the colour of purity; silver is the colour of calmness - both represent the balance that Twos need to keep.

3 Three is the number of success and independence, body, soul, and spirit, the Trinity, Father, Mother, and Child, the Triple Goddess, three wishes, and the triangle.  Three-people are said to be successful, brilliant, bold, successful, outgoing, expressive, optimistic, freedom loving, independent, and ambitious.  Sometimes, Threes portray a calmness or discipline, and at other times, are so energetic and dynamic others cannot keep up with them.  Three-people are often considered lucky, have a great sense of humour, and are good at problem solving.  Threes, also, can be deeply spiritual and conscientious.  Nevertheless, Threes can be withdrawn, bossy, frivolous, and superficial.  They can have problems about being too controlling or behaving as if .all too knowing.  Their independence sometimes can hide being overly proud or overly righteous.

The ruing planet of Threes is JUPITER and their best day is THURSDAY.  All of the purples represent the best colours and stones [amethyst] for Threes.  Purple, a colour of royalty, is a colour of success.  Purple, too, is the colour of spirituality - the lesson that Threes need to keep in mind.

4 Four is the number of both the rebel and the practical, the four cardinal points, the four seasons, the four elements [earth, fire, water, and air], and the four limbs of the body.  Four-people are solid, down-to-earth, steady, and practical; and/but can be passionate, dynamic, impulsive, spontaneous, rebellious, and creative – a seeming duality of their practical side.  Like the four-sided square, it’s because they can always see the opposite side.  Four-people have great endurance so loyalty, long-term friendships, and security within relationships are important to them.  Fours, too, are often long-lived.  But, Fours can be melancholic, suddenly angry, unreliable, and disorganized.  Also, Four-people can be too dull, too earthbound, square, and unimaginative.  Fours need to make their own flexible boundaries.

The ruling planet of Fours is URANUS and their best day is SUNDAY.  The brighter blues and the lighter greys represent the best colours and stones [sapphire, silver] for Fours.  Both blue and silver are colours of calmness - ideal for helping Fours to keep a healthy balance of their opposite attractions and to help them make friends easier.

5 Five is the number of humankind and change, the human form portrayed by Leonardo da Vinci, the Pentagram, and the centre of a squared circle.  Five-people are vivacious, verbal, communicative, perceptive, clever, sensual, stimulating, adventurous, outgoing, impulsive, and friendly.  Fives often love detail, games, and puzzles. Five-people are known to recuperate quickly.  They are lively, individual, aspiring, eloquent, ever changing, and life is a never-ending fascination for them.  They make money, easily, and though they bounce back quickly, can lose their money just as easily.  Nevertheless, Five-people can be addicted to change, risk, speculation, and the constant search for another spark in their lives.  They sometimes are domestically unreliable.  Five-people can be very unpredictable, changeable, restless, and skeptical.  Fives can lose focus, be too scattered, very quick-tempered, overly nervous, neurotic, and high strung.

The ruling planet of Fives is MERCURY and their best day is WEDNESDAY.  Pastels are colours of calmness and diamonds represent focus and fidelity - representing the balance that Fives need to keep.

6 Six is the number of Family and Love, represents resolution, and is the midpoint of the Kabbalistic Tree of Life.  Six-people are harmonious, loyal, idealistic, and affectionate.  Sixes are sociable “people” persons and enjoy having others around.  Six–people are loving, charitable, generous, and demonstrative.  They like physical affection, are sensual and instinctual, and seek beauty and the good things in life.  Nevertheless and sometimes, though, Six-people go around wearing rose-tinted spectacles, and although they seem angelic, can be jealous, sarcastic, resentful, and even revengeful.  Family duties, sometimes, can be an overwhelming issue.  Sixes must seek to find wholeness within themselves and their life.

The ruling planet of Sixes is VENUS and their best day is FRIDAY.  All of the blues and the pinks are good colours.  Turquoise and emeralds are good stones for Sixes.  Blues and pinks are colours of gentleness and calming - an issue for Sixes if their sensuality is not balanced.  Turquoise and emeralds aid Sixes in the same manner.

7 Seven is the number of Philosophy and Intuition, seven heavens, seven hells, seven Ages of Man, seven wonders of the world, and seven days in a week. Seven governs mysticism and magic - “the seventh son of a seventh son”.  Seven-people are idealistic, world denying, impecunious [money’s not a huge issue], and dreamy.  Sevens often create magic in their lives, since they apply a positive mind to their ideas.  Seven-people are sensitive and intuitive, which is often why they found in the intuitive or psychic professions.  Nevertheless, Seven-people can be aloof [overly dreamy], sarcastic, and pessimistic.  When focused on negative thoughts, Sevens can be self-destructive.  Sevens, too, can be overimaginative and will often withdraw to protect themselves from being hurt by things in life.

The ruling planet of Sevens is NEPTUNE and their best day is MONDAY.  Greens are both good colours and stones [moss agate, green tourmaline, emeralds] for Sevens.  Green represents grounding and growth - representing the balance that Sevens need to nurture in themselves and with others.

8 Eight is the number of the Individual and Willpower, is double four, the octagon, a new beginning.  As well, eight can mean money - even potential wealth - and worldly power.  Eight-people are said to be charming, inspirational, intellectual, serious, bold, and assertive.  Eights can be very organized, conscientious, and capable.  Shrewd, independent, and sure of themselves, Eight-people often like to be their own boss.  Nevertheless, Eight-people can be aggressive, sometimes manipulative, controlling, egotistic and hierarchical.  Eights are said to be hard, material, selfish, unscrupulous, yet with an underlying mercurial eccentricity [in one sense a “good thing” but then…]
The ruling planet of Eights is SATURN and their best day is SATURDAY [traditionally considered the best business-day].  Dark grey, dark blue, dark purple, and black are good colours and stones [amethyst, dark sapphire, black pearl] for Eights.  Dark colours absorb and then banish negativity - a balance that Eights need to work on consistently.

9 Nine is the number of the Fighter and Determination, high intellectual and spiritual achievement, and three times three. Nine-people, full of big ideas often are found as teachers, scientists, or artists.  Nine-people are said to be strong-willed, fun loving, extroverted, creative, and liberal in their approach to life.  Nines often learn to be adaptable to the different people and situations of life.  Nine-people generally like to educate themselves with useful information, which can be passed onto others.  Nine-people sometimes are regarded by others as wild, impractical, impulsive, or impossibly egocentric.  Nines, too, can be overcritical of life – being too precise about how life should be, or how people should behave.  Some Nines are known to be prudish and good manners can be a burning issue.

The ruling planet of Nines is the fiery and war-like MARS and their best day is TUESDAY.  All of the reds - colours and stones [garnets, rubies] - are good for Nines - but the darker ones are more balancing and grounding.  Nines often need to keep themselves balanced.
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
