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Angel Spells for Children

Angels – though thought of as Judeo-Christian-Islamic – in truth, originated in Mesopotamian prehistoric societies that came before and with the ancient societies of Sumer, Akkadia, Babylon, and Assyria.  Angels as a concept and as intercediaries and intermediaries between people and the Gods [or God] are between 3000 and 5000 years old – predating the Jewish, Christian, and Islamic religions by, at least, a thousand years.

Though angel hierarchy doesn’t really mean anything necessarily specific to angel spells for children, it does help to know some of the hierarchy.  The celestial realm is made up of seven heavens and each heaven has at least one Prince Regent [Sarim].   The angels, as a whole, are made up of 3 Orders of 3 Choirs – totaling 9 Choirs.  [In Kabbalah, though, there are supposed to be 10 Choirs.]  Again, each order and choir has at least one Sarim.

The Heavens

· Shamayin, the first heaven, is that of the all the stars, planets, and galaxies.  Its Sarim is either Sidriel or Gabriel. Considering that space travel is a reality in today’s world, anytime a child is studying astronomy or considering an occupation that has to do with space or whatever, praying to the Sarim of Shamayin is a good idea.

· Shehaquim is the third heaven and is where manna [food of the gods, food of heaven] is produced, where Paradise is located [right side], BUT where Hell is also located [left side].  So, praying to the Sarim, Baradiel and/or Anael, can help feed a child but also aid a child in going in the direction of Paradise.  [Please note that this is where the superstition of right-handedness/good and left-handedness/evil probably originates.]

· Zebul, the sixth heaven, is where the Guardian Angel of Heaven and Earth resides and where all the natural disasters are kept.  Praying to the Guardian Angel of Heaven and Earth will aid in keeping children safe from and during natural disasters.  The Sarim of the Zebul is either Gabriel or Zadkiel.

· Araboth is the seventh heaven and is where all the spirits of human beings not yet born are kept.  Praying to this heaven and its Sarim Michael will help unborn children and pregnant parents.

The Orders and the Choirs

· The Seraphim – 1st Order and 1st Choir – are believed to be serpents of fire.  Serpents are symbols of healing and wisdom.  The Seraphim are also known as angels of love.  The Sarim of the Seraphim are Metraton, Michael, Seraphiel, Jehoel, Uriel, Shemuel, and Natanael.

· The Cherubim – 1st Order and 2nd Choir – are the warriors of heaven, have great wisdom, and are intercediaries.  Cherubim originates from karibu – Assyrian for “he who prays or intercedes”.  The Sarim of the Cherubim are Gabriel, Cherubiel, Ophaniel, Raphael, Uriel, and Zophiel.

· The Dominions – 2nd Order and 4th Choir – don’t really have much to do with people because their main responsibilities are in seeing that the instructions, duties, and missions of heaven and God are carried out.  Nevertheless, they are also the angels of mercy.  Their Sarim are Zadkiel, Hashmal, Zakariel, and Muriel.

· The Virtues – 2nd Order and 5th Choir – are exactly what their name means.  They are in charge of all the virtues of humankind, grace, valour, heroism, and strength.  The Sarim of the Virtues are Michael, Gabriel, Uzziel, Peliel, Anael, Hamaliel, Barbiel, Sabriel, and Tarshish.

Archangels

The Archangels are the 3rd Order and 8th Choir in angel hierarchy.  Their main duty is to intercede on behalf of people and their sins so that people can be forgiven by God.  Though there is some debate as to how many Archangels there are plus exactly who the Archangels are, there are four who are almost always agreed upon – Michael, Uriel, Gabriel, and Raphael.  [Adding to this confusion,] the Sarim of the Archangels are Metraton, Michael, Raphael, Uriel, Gabriel, Barbiel, Barachiel, and Jehudiel.
· Pray to Michael in the east, thinking of summer.  He is the champion against adversity.  He is God’s greatest warrior.

· Pray to Uriel in the south, thinking of autumn.  He protects us against natural disasters.  He is the angel of mental clarity.  And he is one of the angels of money and prosperity.

· Pray to Gabriel in the west, thinking of winter.  He is the angel of annunciation [communication & messages] and compassion.  Like the Guardian Angel of Heaven and Earth, he is a protector of children in the womb and pregnant parents.  He also guides spirits to and from heaven and he can be asked to intercede for terminally ill people.

· Pray to Raphael in the north, thinking of spring.  He is the universal healer.  He also is one of the six angels of repentance, the angel of joy, science and medicine, and of wisdom.

Praying to the four archangels in the order of the compass directions above helps you “draw” a circle.  Circles are considered both protective and for being encircled by/with POSITIVE energies.  {Please note, too, that another “circle” is “drawn” with the order of the seasons.}

The Choir of Angels and Guardian Angels

Even though we generally call all angels, angels, in fact, Angels are a specific order [3rd] and choir  [9th] within the [Christian] Angelic hierarchy.  The Choir of Angels is considered to be the closest to human beings and include all of the Guardian Angels.
· Pray to your own guardian angel or spirit guide to both guide and protect you.  Any family, friends, and loved ones who have passed into the light are also considered to be guardian angels – and somewhat more “personal” than any of the other Guardian Angels.

· The Choir of Angels also acts as a direct intermediary between human beings and God.  They can be prayed to for specific things such as, “please help my nephew pass his exams”; “please help my niece learn how to swim very well”, etc.

· The Sarim of the Choir of Angels are Gabriel, Chayyiel, Adnakiel, and Faleg, and so, can be included in any prayers to the Choir of Angels and the Guardian Angels.

· Interestingly – but do this sparingly and carefully – Chayyiel is also the Sarim in charge of all the Choirs – and he punishes any angels who are late for the singing of the holy Trisagion to and for God.  He punishes the lateness with fire lashings!  [Ouch!]  So, if you find a child tends to be tardy, you can ask for intervention from Chayyiel – but please ask gently and carefully – ask for the lesson of being on time to be learned – rather than punishment to be given.
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
